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nine years old; a brother, Duncan L. 
Marshall, '37; and a sister, Mrs. William 
E. Lowe. 

'28-E. LANSING RAY, JR., assistant 
publisher of the "St. Louis Globe-Demo­
crat" and son of the publisher of the 
paper, died in Barnes Hospital, St. 
Louis, on June 7, 1946 of a cerebral 
hemorrhage. He had had a similar at­
tack in May, 1944, while serving as an 
Army intelligence officer in Africa and 
had returned to the United States in 
July, 1944, for convalescence. A reserve 
officer, Mr. Ray was called to active duty 
two days before Pearl Harbor and was 
discharged with the rank of lieutenant 
colonel in March, 1945. He received the 
Legion of Merit for his work in the 
Mediterranean Theater. While overseas, 
he married Miss Catherine Wright of the 
British Army nursing service, who sur­
vives him, as do his father and two chil­
dren by an earlier marriage, E. Lansing 
Ray, 3d, and Talton Francis Ray. Mr. 
Ray was graduated from Princeton Uni­
versity in 1932 and was a member of the 
Standing Committee of the Alumni Asso­
ciation at the time of his death. 

'30-WILLIAM THOMPSON DEWART, 
JR., successor to his father as publisher 
of the New York "Sun," was fatally in­
jured on January 3, 1946, when a Piper 
training plane in which he was taking 
flying instructions struck the top of a 
tree and crashed into a corral at a ranch 
south of Reno, Nevada. Mr. Dewart and 
his brother, Thomas W. Dewart, '30, had 
parallel careers. Both left St. Paul's be­
fore graduation to enter the Hun School 
preparatory to Princeton. At the Hun 
School they put the newspaper on a pay­
ing basis. Giving up the idea of college, 
both went to Ithaca, N. Y., for a year's 
study at the Empire State School of 
Printing. After serving as apprentice 
helpers in the foundry and engraving 
departments of up-state newspapers, they 
learned reporting on "The Times" of 

Watertown and "The Evening News" of 
Albany. In October 1931, they returned 
to the family's newspaper and were as­
signed to work as delivery truck helpers. 
After working in virtually every depart­
ment of the paper, William T. Dewart 
was named publisher and secretary on 
Dec. 10, 1941, the position he held at his 
death. Early in 1942 he entered the 
Army and was discharged as a major in 
June, 1945, after serving in the public 
relations department of the 2nd Service 
Command and overseas with the OSS. 
Surviving are his wife and two children, 
William T. Dewart, 3d, and Judy; his 
mother; a sister, Mrs. Frederick B. 
Gleasan, Jr.; and his brother, now presi­
dent of the "Sun." 

'35-RICHARD HANSFORD BURROUGHS, 
JR., twenty-nine, a civilian test pilot, was 
killed on July 8, 1946, when a KF4U-5 
single-seat fighter plane he was testing 
for the U. S. Navy crashed in a resi­
dential section of New Haven, Conn. Mr. 
Burroughs, who had been testing planes 
for the Chance Vought division of 
United Aircraft in Stratford, Conn., 
since 1941, radioed that his engine had 
gone dead over Long Island Sound. Ap­
parently trying to make an emergency 
landing at New Haven airport, the pilot 
was unable to clear five trees and his 
plane cart-wheeled into a field a quarter­
mile short of the airport, barely missing 
an eight-year old boy. The plane was a 
new experimental version of the Navy 
Corsair, which was used during the war 
in the Pacific Theater. A graduate of 
Princeton University, Mr. Burroughs re­
ceived his flying training in Seattle. 
Three days before his death his wife, the 
former Mary Drummond Page, gave 
birth to a baby boy in New Haven Hos­
pital. Surviving, besides his wife and 
son, are his parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Richard H. Burroughs of Richmond, V a.
