












































































































































21—FREDERICK  PRIME  DELAFIELD,
retired banker and for several years
Form Agent for 1921, died at his home
in New York, July 13, 1951, after an ill-
ness of several months. He was born in
New York, the son of the late Frederick
P. Delafield, ’85, and Elsie Barber Dela-
field. After his graduation from Harvard
in 1924, he entered the banking field in
New York. He was a trustee of the Sea-
man’s Church Institute. Surviving be-
sides his mother are two sons, Stephen
and Frederick P. Delafield. Jr., and a
brother, Charles Barber Delafield, "24, of
New York. He was related to other mem-
bers of the Delafield family who attended
the School in the ’70’s.

43—Epwarp  DEWirT  SHUuMwAY,
Jr., entered the Second Form in 1938.
He played on the Delphian football and
hockey teams, rowed on the 2nd Halcyon
crew. was a member of the council of the
Concordian Literary Society, and, dur-
ing the first half of his Sixth Form year.
was a Supervisor in Brewster House. He
was a capable, humorous, friendly boy
at St. Paul’s, and the Rector., recom-
mending him to Marquette University.
where he had been assigned for V-12
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training shortly after his graduation
magna cum laude in 1943, wrote of him
as “of high promise and thoroughly
sound character.” Discharged from the
Navy in May 1946. after service in this
country and, following the Japanese sur-
render, in the Aleutians and in Japan.
Shumway entered Princeton. Graduating
in 1949 with high honors in chemical
engineering, he entered the employ of
the Pure Oil Company, and was sent for
training to refineries in Toledo, Ohio.
and in Beaumont., Texas. In February
1951, he was assigned as technical en-
gineer to the refinery in Toledo. There,
on July 6th, escaping gas was discovered
in or near a building in which there
were open fires. Shumway joined the
men who were trying to prevent an ex-
plosion by shutting doors. In spite of
their courageous action, the explosion
occurred. Shumway and one other man
were killed, and four others were badly
injured.
