He began 
to practice law in 1936 as an associate in the 
New York City firm of Cravath, de Gers· 
dorff, Swaine & Wood. He saw three years of 
naval duty in World War II, at the Naval War 
College and in the Pacific campaigns, was 
wounded, and received five battle stars. On 
returning, as a lieutenant commander, he 
joined the firm of Lord, Day & Lord, with 
which he served during most of the rest of 
his career - for twenty years as a partner. In 
1954 he was in charge of a proxy fight for 
control of the New York Central Railroad 
and was persuaded to take a "temporary" 
job as vice-president for law of that railroad. 
He remained for four years, becoming a di­
rector of numerous rail subsidiaries, before 
returning to Lord, Day & Lord. He was a 
member of many professional associations, 
local, state, and national, and of social and 
recreational clubs in New York City and on 
Long Island. Since retirement in 1974, he had 
lived in Cuernavaca. He was a great reader, 
chiefly of history, anthropology, and archae­
ology. A man of brilliant mind who did not 
encourage sentimentality and who held his 
place, usually with considerable wit, among 
people of intellect, he was nevertheless a 
man of deep sentiment who knew how to 
intervene quietly to give financial or legal 
help to a friend, and who was devoted to his 
friends. His loyalties to St. Paul's and to 
Yale were deep and lasting, and he had at 
one time been president of the University of 
Virginia Law School alumni association. He 
is survived by two children of his first wife, 
the former Priscilla Kent Roberts (now Mrs. 
Edward C. Brewster): a son, Garrard L. 
Glenn, '64, and a daughter, Susan G. Chris­
tian; also by a brother, John F. C. Glenn. 

'31 -John Morgan Denison, Jr., former 
treasurer of the Mutual Assurance Co., in 
Philadelphia, died at his home in Rosemont, 
Pennsylvania, November 26, 1978. A native 
of Rosemont, he was born November 13, 
1912, the son of John Morgan and Evelyn 
Ellison Denison. He was a graduate of St. 
Paul's and Princeton. His extracurricular life 
at the School included membership in the 
Concordian and the Scientific Association; 
he was an acolyte and a member of the golf 
and dance committees, and he won an Old 
Hundred letter in hockey in 1931. Before 
World War II he worked as an insurance 
broker. He attained the rank of lieutenant 
commander during four years in the Navy, 
serving as port director of Manus, Admiralty 
Islands. Following the war, and until his re­
tirement in 1971, he was secretary-treasurer 
of the Mutual Assurance Co. He was a former 
advanced gifts chairman of the United Fund 
and had served on the boards of Bryn Mawr 
Hospital, the Visiting Nun• Society, the 
Merchant Fund of Philadelphia, and the 
Mercantile Beneficial Association. He en­
joyed fishing, shooting, and golf, and was a 
trustee of the annual Bailey Cup matches 

between the Gulph Mills, Merion, Hunting­
don Valley, and Pine Valley golf clubs. He is 
survived by his wife, Virginia Smith Denison; 
three sons, John M. Jr., Dudley, and William 
Denison; two sisters, Mrs. Edward B. Myers 
and Mrs. Henry H. Patton, and two grand­
children. 

'32 -John Elizardi Miller, San Francisco 
banker, and attorney for real estate develop­
ment, died in San Francisco, October 1, 
1978. Born in Juncos, Puerto Rico, July 8, 
1913, the son of Edward G. and Nora E. 
Miller, he graduated from the Fifth Form in 
1932, and was a member of the class of 1936 
at Yale. He received his law degree from 
Georgetown University Law School. During 
World War II, he served in the Marine Corps 
for three years, becoming a first lieutenant, 
and participated with an anti-aircraft battal­
ion in the invasion of Guam. He had recently 
retired from his banking and legal career. 
Surviving are his wife, Jean E. Miller; a 
daughter, Claire Wagner; a stepson, John 
Hanan, and a stepdaughter,Jan Hanan Miller. 

'35 -Walter Tyrie Stevens, Jr. died in Mex­
ico City, Mexico, November 11, 1978. He 
was born in New York City, January 21, 
1917, the son of Walter Tyrie and Anne 
Gaillard O'Bryan Stevens. After graduating 
from St. Bernard's in New York City in 
1930, he entered St. Paul's, where his mem­
berships included the Dramatic Club, Chess 
Club, Library Association, and Cercle 
Francais. He was also an acolyte and an 
assistant editor of the Horae, as well as 
coxswain of the second Shattuck Crew of 
1933. After attending Yale, he was inducted 
through the Seventh Regiment into the Air 
Corps, where he was promoted to lieutenant 
in the 8th Air Force, as navigator. In World 
War II, he was severely wounded in the arm 
in a bombing raid over Wilhelmshaven, Ger­
many. Upon recovery, he was selected to be 
the navigator of the plane which carried the 
second atomic bomb from Wendover Field, 
Utah, to Tinian Island in the Marianas. After 
the war, with his facile command of Spanish, 
he became successively the international 
representative in Latin and South America 
for Chesebrough-Ponds, Revlon, and Ameri­
can Home Products. Eventually, however, 
he fulfilled a lifelong desire by establishing 
a teaching school in Mexico City. His English 
seminars for "Public Speaking and Self­
Presentation" became almost a gospel to 
the natives. Such companies as Ford, I.B.M., 
and Warner-Lambert insisted that their local 
salesmen attend the Stevens Institute. Yet 
he never forgot his Episcopal training at SPS, 
where he had taught Sunday School and 
started an enduring friendship with Bishop 
Dallas of New Hampshire. Whatever his 
foreign assignment, he always managed to 
teach Sunday School and to sing in the 
choir with his family. He was a member of 
the Sons of the American Revolution and 

the St. Andrew's Society. He is survived by 
his wife, Maxine Allen Stevens; three chi!· 
dren, William Jamison Stevens, Walter Tyrie 
Stevens, 3d, and Cristina Allen Stevens; a 
sister, Mrs. Mary Elizabeth Bobst, and four 
grandchildren. The late William Jamison 
Stevens, '39, was his younger brother.

'38- Norman Armour, Jr., a former State 
Department officer, died in New York 
City, April 26, 1978. The son of Norman 
Armour, '05 (who was later United States 
Ambassador to Argentina, Chile, and Spain) 
and Myra Armour, he was born February 
10, 1920, in Brussels, Belgium, and came to 
St. Paul's in the First Form in 1932. During 
his Fifth Form year- his last at the School 
- he was active in the Cercle Francais, pub­
lished two poems in the Horae, and turned 
in a fine performance in the Dramatic Club's 
play at Thanksgiving. He received his bach­
elor's degree from Princeton in 1942. He 
became a captain in the Army in World War 
II, serving as assistant military attache in the 
United States Embassy in Istanbul, Turkey, 
and as foreign liaison intelligence officer in 
the Embassy in Bucharest, Roumania. After 
the war he held United States foreign service 
appointments as third secretary in the Paris 
Embassy under Ambassador David Bruce, 
chief of liaison for Ambassador Henry Cabot 
Lodge at the United Nations, and, for three 
years, first secretary in the Embassy in 
Ankara, Turkey. His final post under the 
State Department was assistant chief of pro­
tocol. After resigning in 1967, he became 
president of the Aleyska Ski Corporation. 
He was well known in the book world as a 
collector of rare editions of the classic 
works of juvenile literature. He is survived 
by his parents; his wife, Cynthia Howe 
Armour; a son, Norman Armour, 3d, '65; 
three daughters, Tania A. Midney, Allison 
A. Terry, and Courtney A. Regan; two step­
daughters, Abby P. Taylor and Alix P. Sey­
more, and one grandchild. 

'49 - Henry Stark Colby died in Manches­
ter, New Hampshire, April 23, 1978. He 
was born in Newton, Massachusetts, June 10, 
1929, the son of]. Tracy and Clara P. Colby, 
and was a student at St. Paul's from 1942 
to 1945. After completing his secondary 
schooling, he attended Leicester Junior 
College, in Leicester, Massachusetts. He 
served from 1951 to 1955 in the Navy's 
Atlantic Division, and then became a sales 
clerk in the Charles M. Floyd store in 
Manchester. In the sixties and seventies, 
until his activity was severely limited by a 
form of muscular dystrophy, he was estate 
manager for his father. He was a fine athlete, 
excelling in baseball, and played golf as 
long as he was able. Surviving are his wife, 
Mary M. Colby; a daughter, Colleen Anne 
Colby, and two brothers, F. Parker Colby 
and james T. Colby,Jr., '44. 
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
